® Ensure that the power outlet is properly grounded in accordance with applicable
electrical codes.

® The power cord should have a length of 15 meters. The location of the power outlet should
be in close proximity to facilitate the installation and disassembly of this product, while also
maintaining a safe distance from the bathtub area.

® |t is strongly recommended to use a waterproof-type outlet. Do not use extension cords to
connect this product.

1. For a newly installed toilet in the bathroom, a flange plate needs to be added.
(Flange plate is not included and installer has to purchase it for proper installation.)

¢ Place the flange plate into the drainage hole, aligning the arrow on the flange plate with

the dashed line on the vertical wall. The center of the flange must align with the center line.

® Use a marker to indicate the positions of the four installation holes on the flange plate.

® Use an electric drill to create four @ 6mm installation holes on the flange plate. Insert four
corresponding plastic anchors.

® Secure the flange plate in place using the provided four screws.

8. Connect the inlet pipe

8.1 Connect the water inlet hose.

8.2 Apply a circle of anti-mold sealing silicone at
the junction between the toilet and the floor. After
the silicone sealant has solidified, plug in the power
and slowly open the angle valve. Adjust the water
pressure to within 80 PSI and check all conncection
points for leaks.

2. Power Connection

Insert the leakage protection plug into the power socket. Press the reset switch. The plug

indicator lights up, indicating that the power is on.

® Before usage, press the electric leakage test button.

The reset switch should pop up, indicating that the
leakage protection function is normal.

e Press the TEST button (then the RESET button) every
month to ensure proper operation.

3. Self-inspection
® The main unit buzzer rings "beep".

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FUNCTION DESCRIPTION

Rear Wash/Oscillating

Rotate the control knob to the "REAR WASH" mode, or press the "REAR WASH"
button on the remote control. Activation of the water spray from the rear outlet
of the wand will occur. Press the button again to activate the "OSCILLATING”
mode, in which the washing area is expanded, and the water moves forward
and backward. The washing function will automatically cease after 2 minutes.

Lady Wash/Oscillating

Rotate the control knob to the "LADY WASH" mode, or press the "LADY WASH'
button on the remote control. Activation of the water spray from the front outlet
of the wand will occur. Press the button again to activate the "OSCILLATING”
mode, in which the washing area is expanded, and the water moves in a
forward and backward motion. The washing function will automatically cease
after 2 minutes.

Warm Air Dryer

The warm air dryer should be used after cleansing. Press and hold the knob for
3 seconds or press the "DRYER" button to activate the warm air dryer. The warm
air dryer feature will automatically shut off after 3 minutes.

Flushing By Remote Control

Press the "FLUSH" button to manually flush the toilet. Press the "FLUSH" button twice
quickly to initiate a low-volume water flush.

Water Temperature

Press the "WATER" button to adjust the cleaning water temperature. Press the
first time to show current water temperature. Press again to change the water
temperature into suitable level.

® There are 4 levels of water temperature (close/ around 93°F- 104°F).

Warm Air Temperature

Press the "DRYER" button to adjust the air dryer temperature. Press the
first time to show current air temperature. Press again to change the
air temperature into suitable level.

e There are 4 levels of air temperature (close/around 122°F- 140°F).

Press the "SEAT" button to adjust seat temperature.Press the first time to show
current seat temperature. Press again to change the water temperature into
suitable level.

Press and hold the "SPA" button for 3 seconds during the cleansing feature to
activate the pulsate massage, with water pressure changing alternately. Press
the "STOP" icon to terminate all features.

When the intelligent toilet is not used for 1 hour, it will automatically enter energy-saving mode,
and the seat temperature will automatically adjust to 91°F, entering a low-temperature setting.
Upon being seated, it will reheat to the preset temperature.

Automatic Flush After Leave

When the human body is seated for at least five seconds, it will automatically flush after leaving
the seat.

Power Outage Flushing

The toilet is equipped with a backup battery. In the event of a power outage, short press the
knob to activate the flushing function.

Motion sensor flip (toilet) seat cover
(This feature is unique to the automatic flip toilet)

e Motion sensor flip (toilet) seat cover Open and close the seat cover by identifying the
proximity/ presence/departure of the human body:;

e When the human body is approximately 30-60cm away from the toilet, the cover will
automatically open.

e When the cover is opened, it will automatically close 30 seconds after the human body departs.

e When the seat is lifted, both the seat and the toilet cover will automatically close and initiate
a water flush upon the departure of the human body.

e If the flushing function has already been activated during use, no additional flushing will occur
after the cover is closed.

Toilet Bowl Moisture

When the toilet is in standby mode, please follow these steps to activate the moisture function:

e To toggle the Toilet Bowl Moisture’ function, rotate and hold the knob to the REAR WASH'
position for 3 seconds until you hear a beep.

e Within 2 seconds after the beep, press the FLUSH' button on the remote control.

e Please ensure that all steps are followed correctly for proper activation of the moisture function.

Pairing the Remote Control to the Toilet

® On standby mode, rotate the knob towards the "REAR WASH" direction and hold it for about 3
seconds. After hearing the prompt sound, release it. Wait for about 2 seconds before hearing
the prompt sound again, indicating that the remote control has entered the code matching
mode. Press any button on the remote control to successfully match the code.

® Each remote control corresponds to a unique address code. Before using the designated
toilet, it is necessary to pair the remote control once in order to use it. Otherwise, the remote
control will not operate.

DAILY MAINTENANCE

There are 4 functions of the side control knob: [Dryer/[Flush], [Rear Wash], [Lady Wash],
[stop].

When the toilet is not occupied:

® Press the knob to flush.

® Press and hold the knob for 5 seconds to power on/off the toilet.

When the toilet is occupied:

e Turn the knob clockwise to activate spray wand and start rear wash.
® Turn the knob anti-clockwise to activate spray wand and start lady wash.

® Press and hold the knob for 3 seconds, the toilet will first activate the flushing
function before drying.

® One-Key Mode: Turn the knob towards the Rear Wash/ Female Wash direction
and hold for 3 seconds to activate the one-key mode. The product will automatically
perform the following steps: Rear Wash/ Female Wash — Flushing — Drying.
